He served in 
the last horse cavalry unit in the U.S. Army, 
as United States Attorney for the District of 
Maryland appointed by President John F. 
Kennedy, and six years in the United States 
Senate elected from Maryland. After three 
years of effort, Senator Tydings’ Horse 
Protection Act was enacted and signed into 
law in 1970.
